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Dear Friends, 

The poet Robert Herrick wrote a short poem called, “To Heaven.” It describes part of 

our life experience of journeying “to heaven.” He wrote, 

  Open thy gates 

 To him, who weeping waits 

  And might come in, 

 But that held back by sin. 

  Let mercy be 

 So kind, to set me free, 

  and I will strait 

 Come in, or force the gate. 

  

 Years ago with this sense of journeying -- exploring what it means to “come in or 

force the gate” -- I traveled to Chartres Cathedral in France in order to walk its Labyrinth. To 

get there, I traversed a leg of the medieval pilgrimage route that stretches from Canterbury in 

England to Santiago de Compostella in Spain. It is this same route that medieval pilgrims 

walked and modern-day seekers journey, reflecting on God and their own journeys, exposing 

themselves to real-life challenges, reaching oftentimes their physical destinations, receiving 

open-gate hospitality, worshipping and praying on holy ground, or giving up for some reason 

their best-laid plans. Chartres in spring is approached through fields of bright yellow mustard 

flowers. The Labyrinth within was given over to a few of us one night, lit by votives, to 

circumnavigate in silence from beginning to end and back again. (Our own Labyrinth will be 

opened for prayer and meditation on Good Friday.) 

Having begun our Lenten journeys on Ash Wednesday, we are slowly but inexorably 

making our way to Easter. In between we have wandered into the desert and encountered the 

Seven Deadly Sins. And some snow. We will take some time for a retreat to pray and 

meditate. Soon after on Palm Sunday we will enter the gates of Jerusalem. Then we will take 

up an invitation to have supper with some memorable friends and One in particular whom we 

will never quite be able to forget. The meal will be called the Last Supper. (Some movie 

aficionados liken it to “Babette’s Feast.”) On God’s Friday, then, we will stop dead in our 

tracks, and be silenced. This will be utterly confusing to those who seem to think that we have 

all the answers. This time only God will hold the answer. Because on Easter Sunday morning 

when the sun rises in the east, and we scramble to the Tomb, we will somehow understand 

without words what Herrick wrote, “Open thy gates…Let mercy be so kind, to set us free.”  

Christ is risen! Christ is risen indeed!

Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil.  He fasted 

forty days and forty nights, and afterwards he was famished.  The tempter came and said to him, 

“If you are the Son of God, command these stones to become loaves of bread.”  But he an-

swered, “It is written, ‘One does not live by bread alone, but by every word that comes from the 

mouth of God.’”  ~Matthew 4:1-4 

It was Saturday at 12:52 pm.  I had stretched the Communion service out about as far as it could 

go until I finally began to recite those familiar words that call everyone forward, òCome, for all 

things are ready.ó  But they wouldnõt come.   

òIt is a 30-Hour Fast and itõs only 12:52 pm!ó one teen called out.  Another teen exclaimed, òWe 

didnõt sign up for a 29 hour and 52 minute fast!ó  Another chimed in, òWe want to wait!ó  And so we 

waited.  Then, at precisely 1:00 pm, after 30 full hours without food, we ended our 30-Hour Fast in 

support of One Great Hour of Sharing by consuming the bread of life.    

It is difficult for me to express how proud I am of our teens for not only completing their 30-Hour 

Fast, but also for taking it so seriously.  The first seven hours of the fast occurred during school 

hours and our teens were constantly tempted.  They witnessed their classmates consume snacks 

throughout the day and lunch at lunchtime.  Randomly, the music department announced that they 

had free pizza available in the music wing that afternoon.  And one of our teens, while on a field trip 

to New York with her French Class that day, sat at a table in a French Restaurant as her class-

mates enjoyed the French cuisine.  All of these students stuck with the fast.  Now thatõs commit-

ment! 

Our 30 Hour Fast Planning Team, made up of all high school seniors, met faithfully for three weeks 

leading up to the event.  During these meetings, we planned fun, educational and spiritual activi-

ties for the group to participate in during the fast.  When the time came for the fast, these teens 

also helped lead the activities we had planned.  During the 30 hours, PF Youth Group participated 

in everything from a town-wide scavenger hunt, to prayer stations in the Sanctuary, to volunteer 

work at Foodshare in Bloomfield and much more.  Thatõs right, in the midst of fasting, our teens 

spent three hours sorting bread and meat at Foodshare.  It was a humbling experience.    

As I mentioned in last monthõs Cornerstone, our goals for the fast were 1) to raise $5,000 for One 

Great Hour of Sharing, the mission fund for our denomination that spreads Godõs love throughout 

the world.  2) to get a òtasteó of what itõs like to be hungry and in so doing, gain empathy for those 

who are hungry.  And 3) to grow in spirit as we let go of the security of food and trust God to see us 

through.   

I am pleased to share that we reached all three of our goals.  We raised $5,612 and we offer a 

thank you to those who supported our youth and One Great Hour of Sharing.  Iõm also confident, by 

what I witnessed and the responses I heard from our youth, that our group grew in empathy and in 

spirit.  Here are just four of the answers I received when I asked our teens what they had learned 

from the event.   

¶òI learned for the first time what hunger really feels like.ó 

¶òI learned that people do this every day, sadly enough.ó 

¶òI learned how much we take for granted, every day, how we assume and know that weõll have 
breakfast, lunch and dinner, but itõs not like that for everyone.ó 

¶òI learned that world hunger is more important than me getting food.ó 

We are halfway through the season of Lent, this period of introspection between Ash Wednesday 

and Easter that is modeled after Jesusõ own temptation in the wilderness (scripture above).  There 

is still time to fast from something (let go of something) or fast for something (take something on).  

If you choose to participate, may your fast teach you as much as the 30-Hour Fast taught our young 

people.

In the past month, many of the kids at First Church have had the opportunity to hear the story of Jesus 
washing the disciples’ feet.  In the cooking room, they took that story further by making heart in hand 
cookies to give to people of the congregation to thank them for their service to our church community. I 
loved hearing the stories about this experience from both the kids who gave the cookies or from the peo-
ple who received the cookies.   

These kids enrich our church community. One of my favorite stories that I heard this month at church, 
wasn’t about cookies at all.  On Sunday morning, one of our preschool moms told me, “My daughter said, 
“I saw God this morning.” “Where?” she asked her child. “He is the tall guy standing over there” (pointing 
at Kevin Weikel in his black robe).  It takes a child to recognize the divine in all of us.  It reminded me that 
when we look at others we can see God at work.  Kevin, however, pointed out that his own children would 
disagree with this God sighting. 

The Bible is a book full of stories about a community’s experience with the divine.  In April and May the 
kids will be looking at how the Bible came to be.  They will be learning how stories were told orally from 
generation to generation, until they were printed on tablets, papyrus scrolls, made into books, printed on 
the printing press, and today are available digitally. They will hear that some stories were selected to be 
included in the Bible and others discarded. Our stories say something to us and about us.  The students 
will have the opportunity to share their favorite Bible and personal stories.  What is your favorite story? 
What story does your family pass from generation to generation? We are people with stories. Please share 
your stories about First Church with the kids and adults during coffee hour in the month of April.

One Great Hour of Sharing beneficiary of 

Connecticut youth fastðPilgrim Fellow-

ship Youth Group in Simsbury, Conn.  

 

 

If you take a group of committed young church 

members, and add ingenuity and cooperation 

to a 30-hour fast, the equation equals a great 

gift of more than $5,000 to the  

UCC One Great Hour of Sharing Offering  

from First Church, Simsbury, 

Conn. United Church of Christ. 

 

 

"We are all excited about the fact that we took what has traditionally been a one Sunday offering and did it in a differ-

ent way," said the Rev. Kevin L. Weikel, the associate minister, for youth & young adults at First Church.  Wiekel said 

First Church congregants have a history of giving to the special mission offering, which provides assistance to the less 

fortunate and responds to disasters around the world, so the church changed things up a bit this year. "We thought 

instead of having the traditional offering on the last Sunday of March (suggested offering date is March 30), we would 

have folks give to OGHS through our youth.  I was very pleased with the response from our congregation and it helped 

connect our youth group with the rest of the church. Our congregation supported OGHS, but also encouraged our 

youth with their fast. The project brought unique energy to OGHS this year." 

The project, a 30-hour fast by the Pilgrim Fellowship Youth Group in Simsbury, collected donations in support of those 

fasting on-line, using the fundraising site Razoo, www.razoo.com/team/One-Great-Hour-Of-Sharing-Simsbury-Ct.   

It was successful for several reasons.  First, the 49 people involved in the fast more than met their fundraising goal of 

$5,000, bringing in $5,612 from 100 donors.  Second, the fasters learned what it is like to go without. 

Abby Ritson, a Pilgrim Fellowship member and high school senior, and found the 30-hour fast a challenge. "I had al-

ways heard of fasting, but had never committed to doing one," Abby said.   "With the support of my youth group, I 

gained a new understanding and level of compassion for those who go hungry.   Although I felt irritable, tired and 

weak, I realized how important food is.  I just can't imagine going to school each day feeling like this. It is rewarding to 

know that we were able to exceed our goal and make a $5,600 donation to One Great Hour of Sharing."  The project 

also underscored an important partnership between the local church and Wider Church Ministries.  First Church had 

used the Razoo fundraising page before successfully, but had to introduce the site to the One Great Hour of Sharing 

staff.  Phyllis Richards, OGHS program associate supported the effort by acting as the liaison between Razoo and the 

church. 

"In the current situation of the church we talk a lot about how important it is to try new things, but in practice new 

things are hard to do," Weikel said. "It took some time, but I think that was really cool. To see the national setting do 

that for us in the local church was great.  We had this idea, and Phyllis helped make it work." 

"Rev. Weikel worked tirelessly and patiently with us as we put the mechanism in place for the youth (team) to raise 

money. He and the youth created the individual web pages, etc." said Richards. "But this is not just about the money 

raised. The group of youth, under the leadership of the associate minister, learned about OGHS and ways they could 

really internalize what they were doing and learning."  That's exactly the experience of the top fundraiser Maddie Earn-

hardt, a sophomore at Simsbury High. "I chose to participate in the fast because I wanted to experience something that 

seemed so foreign to me," Maddie said. "From the fast, I have learned just how important food is for the human body 

to function. This experience is something that I will not forget, due to its strong impact on my outlook on something as 

simple as eating."  Wiekel said the youth also internalized the spiritual process of fasting.  Oh-and one more, very im-

portant lesson was learned. "How much the Church can do when we work together."

Suggested End-of-Life Financial and Medical Preparations 
 

 
Being prepared for the end of life, as much as possible, is a gift to yourself and those whom you love. It can provide 

peace of mind. Most of this preparation involves making decisions about your finances and medical wishes and follow-

ing through on them. 

 

 

The following tasks are worthy of your consideration:  

 

 

 Prepare a will with an estate attorney. In advance you may wish to consult wills.about.com about how to find an 

estate attorney and the general cost of estate planning documents. 

 

 

Prepare a durable health-care power-of-attorney and living will (“advance directives”). The durable health-care 

power-of-attorney gives the person you name the authority to make health-care decisions for you, if you cannot 

make them yourself. A living will explains what type of medical treatment you wish to receive at the end of 

life.  

 

 

Prepare a financial power-of-attorney with an estate lawyer. This names the person whom you wish to manage your 

legal and financial affairs, if you become disabled. If you fail to do this, someone will have to go to court for 

you to get a guardian appointed. This takes time and can be costly. 

 

 

In this day and age, store a digital-access list to your financial and medical accounts with your estate attorney, in-

cluding usernames and passwords, or use a master password storage account with an online service. 

 

 

Prepare and give to a family member and trusted friend a list of the names, addresses and contact numbers of your 

attorneys, accountants, insurance representatives and financial advisors. 

 

 

In addition, give a comprehensive list of your financial information. This includes the names and addresses of insti-

tutions for banking, IRAs, 401(k)s, 529s, pensions, investments, insurance policies, as well as safe deposit box-

es (with the names of those with registered access); a copy of your most recent tax return; and copies of deeds 

to any homes and vehicles.   

 

 

Give a list of any debts with account numbers, such as credit card accounts, mortgages, student and car loans. 

 

 

Include copies of your government-issued Social Security number, birth certificates, any marriage licenses or di-

vorce settlement papers.
